2011 International Christian Cycling Club Travel Policy and Release of Liability 
The undersigned person(s), who are all the Parents or Legal Guardians (circle one) (“Parents”) of minor ______________________________________________________(name of minor athlete) (hereinafter “Athlete”) hereby authorize(s) Athlete to attend athletic events with the International Christian Cycling Club for the calendar year __________________________________with the ICCC Junior Team (“the Team”).

The International Christian Cycling Club, a Colorado non-profit corporation, (“ICCC”) has instituted a travel policy requiring all athletes to travel together as a team to and from in or out-of-state sporting events. The purpose of this policy is to create an environment for the players that minimizes risks and encourages team unity. Further, traveling together, staying in the same hotel together, and traveling to and from games together creates a focused environment for a team at a sporting event. Further, group travel decreases risks to players; assist chaperones in their roles; accommodates team training and preparation for races; simplifies logistics in dealing with a group of players; increases team camaraderie and unity; and accommodates group rates with the airlines1.
Athlete’s participation in the sporting events and travel with the Team is voluntary. Participation involves risks and responsibilities for Athlete and Parents that are beyond the scope of risks normally associated with traditional cycling and club functions. These include, for example, personal injury during travel or during lodging and damage to or loss of personal property. Parents are therefore encouraged to inquire in advance of ICCC coaches and travel coordinators concerning the risk, nature and details of each travel and sporting event opportunity so Parents fully understand the risks involved in and which are assumed by Parents and Athletes through participation. 
Each Athlete is therefore required to travel to and from a sporting event under group travel reservations, unless the Director of Coaching allows other travel arrangements, which decision is made on a case-by-case basis. In the event that the Director of Coaching approves alternate travel arrangements for an Athlete, the Athlete’s Parents acknowledge and agree that the Athlete and Parents are solely responsible for the Athlete’s transportation to and from the sporting events and to and from an airport or other transportation terminal to any other agreed location; reporting to the hotel/course at the designated time determined by the Team; and the Athlete’s safety and conduct during travel apart from the team. Parent acknowledges that travel apart from the Team involves special risks which are not within the control of ICCC, the Team, or its coaches and chaperones. 

We agree to assume all responsibility and risk and promise, covenant and agree not to sue, assert or otherwise maintain or assert any claim against the International Christian Cycling Club or its agents, officers, directors, employees or servants, for any injury to or death of the ATHLETE, or damage to or loss of property arising from or connected with the Athlete’s participation in the sporting event. 

1 If an Athlete and a family are allowed to travel separate from a Team, the Athlete’s family may still be required to pay those costs necessary to allow the Team to enjoy the group travel rate for the rest of the Team. 
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IN SIGNING THIS DOCUMENT, WE FULLY RECOGNIZE THAT IF THE ATHLETE IS HURT OR THE ATHLETE’S PROPERTY IS DAMAGED WHILE THE ATHLETE IS TRAVELING TO, FOR OR FROM THE SPORTING EVENT, NEITHER WE NOR THE PLAYER WILL HAVE A RIGHT TO ASSERT A CLAIM OR FILE A LAWSUIT AGAINST THE INTERNATIONAL CHRISTIAN CYCLING CLUB OR ITS OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES, OR SERVANTS EVEN IF THEY OR ANY ONE OF THEM NEGLIGENTLY CAUSES THE BODILY INJURY OR DEATH OF THE PLAYER, OR DAMAGE TO OR LOSS OF PROPERTY OWNED BY THE PLAYER. 

The undersigned person(s) also hereby agree(s) to indemnify (reimburse), release, and forever hold harmless the International Christian Cycling Club and its agents, officers, directors, employees or servants for any claim, demand, action, including legal fees and costs, on account of death or injury or property loss or damage to Athlete, accidental or otherwise, which may occur from any cause, which may be asserted by Athlete or Parent. 

We understand that this is the entire agreement between us and the International Christian Cycling Club relating to the subject matter hereof, and that this agreement cannot be modified or changed in any way by the representations or statements of any employee or agent of the International Christian Cycling Club or by us. We also understand that this agreement is binding on our executors, heirs, administrator, and assigns and serves as a general release and indemnification for all claims that might be asserted against the International Christian Cycling Club for injury or death or loss to Athlete and all members of our family that might result from such injury or death or loss and which are asserted by Athlete or Parent or their legal agent or successor against the International Christian Cycling Club, its agents, officers, directors, employees or servants.
